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Section 3: ADMISSIONS/BECOMING AN NHSC STUDENT


Admissions Policies

Nueta Hidatsa Sahnish College subscribes to an open-door admissions policy, which means any United States (U.S.) citizen who provides documentation of graduation from an accredited high school or has a GED certificate may be admitted to NHSC. Admission to NHSC does not ensure admittance to any program of study. Additional requirements for admittance to programs must also be met. (Please see the annual bulletin for additional program requirements.)

· Each prospective student must complete an online application
· It is the responsibility of the prospective student to ensure that all required documents are received by the Admissions Office according document deadlines:
· Official high school/GED transcript or diploma
· Official college transcript(s) (if you are transferring from another college to NHSC)
· ID (driver's license, tribal ID, state-issued Identification Card)
· Certificate of Indian Blood (CIB), if Native American
· Social Security Card
· FAFSA/Financial Aid -All degree-seeking students must complete a FAFSA as part of the admissions process.
· Students need to allow at least three (3) business days after submitting an online application, before application is processed.

· Transfer students must submit an official copy of their transcript(s) from all previously attended college(s)/university(ies) to the NHSC Admission's Office to be fully accepted.
· Dual Credit/Dual Enrollment students must complete the Dual Credit online application.
· Jay Treaty eligible students must provide a copy of their Canadian birth certificate and certification of at least 50% American Indian blood {CIB).

The student is responsible for ensuring all documents are received. A hold will be placed on a student's academic record if all documentation is not in his/her file at the end of the first 6 weeks {about 1 and a half months) of the semester. The student will not be allowed to enroll again until all documentation is submitted. Financial aid could also be delayed if documentation is not submitted before financial aid disbursement.

Nueta Hidatsa Sahnish College ensures that high school completion is verified and is in compliance with 34 CFR 668.16{p) via an official transcript, receiving documentation from the secondary school that confirms the validity of the student's diploma, which means it bears an official seal and signature.

NHS College then verifies that the secondary school is recognized as a provider on the secondary school education list in the National Student Clearinghouse, which is updated daily, by selecting the state where the individual received the diploma and finding the school on the list as a participator in DiplomaVerify.

Application and Document Deadlines:
· Fall - Application deadline July 19 Documents deadline - July 31.
· Spring - Application deadline - November 15. Documents deadline December 10.
· Summer - Application deadline - April 30. Documents deadline May 10.

Student Categories


Current/Returning
A student who has been enrolled in classes from the previous semester.
· Fall to Spring
· Spring to Summer
· Summer to Fall
· Spring to Fall

Degree-Seeking
A student who is degree-seeking, declares amajor, and completes coursework toward a particular degree plan, which typically qualifies for financial aid.

Non-Degree Seeking
A student who does not declare a major andtakes courses not leading to a certificate or a degree. Non-degree seeking students do not qualify for federal financial aid.

Dual Credit
A student who is taking classes while still in high school.

Dual Enrollment
Dual enrollment involves students being enrolled in two separate, academically related institutions.

First Time/First Year (FT/FY)
A degree-seeking student who has never attended any college or a university.

First Generation
A student who is the first person in their family to attend a college or university.

Fully Accepted
Application and all documents/FAFSA have been received. Student can register for classes.

Provisionally Accepted
Application has been received; documents and/or FAFSA still needed. Student cannot register for classes.
Re-Admit
A student who has attended NHSC in the past, but has missed a consecutive semester (the student was absent for one or more semesters due to withdrawal, dismissal or other circumstances - attended fall semester, but did not attend spring semester, attended spring semester, but did not attend the following fall - summer does not count in the re-admit).

Stop-Out
A student who withdraws from college temporarily for a period of time and re-enrolls at a later date or does not ever return to complete schooling.

Transfer
A student who has attended another college or university and is now transferring to NHSC. Students must submit all transcripts from all colleges that they have attended.

Continuing Education Units (CEUs)
A student who is taking courses for CEUs and not for college credit. Continuing Education Units document and provide credit for professional development activities and certifications and are offered through courses, workshops, institutes, and other training formats.

Registration Hold
A registration hold restricts the student from being able to register for classes. There are five different types of registration holds: Admissions, Registrar, Financial Aid, Student Accounts and Campus Security. To get the hold removed, the student must contact the department that placed the hold.

Freshman - earned less than 32 credits.
Sophomore - earned from 32 to 60 credits.
Junior - student is in a baccalaureate program and has earned from 61 to 90 credits.
Senior - student is in a baccalaureate program and has earned over 90 credits.

*Any student with a hold will not be able to register, until the hold is lifted. It is the student's responsibility to get the hold lifted. Holds may be placed by the Admissions (AD), Registrar(AR), Financial Aid(FA), Student Accounts(AP), or Campus Security.

Section 4: Course Placement


WorkKeys Test/Math & English Placement

Math Placement
Students must complete a math assessment before registering for their first semester.
The First-Year Coach will schedule students for the assessment. It is up to the student to complete the assessment before registration.

English Placement
English faculty use a variety of methods to evaluate students' knowledge and skills at the beginning of English courses. The Hawkes Learning Grammar mechanics and writing web test are used to assess students during the first week of class to determine areas of strengths and needs and to scaffold whatever is necessary to help students be successful.

Testing Out
Students may request to complete an evaluation to test out of introductory, college-level courses and receive college credit for those courses.

Credit for Prior Learning
Students may request to receive credit for courses which they have taken in another capacity; Examples include First Aid/CPR, Certified Nursing Assistant, OSHA. Students will be required to submit proof of completion and current documentation.

The First-year Coach will assist with all supportive resources to help the student transition to college­ life successfully. The First-Year Coach will collaborate with the Academic Advisor and Faculty Advisors to meet the needs of students.
